Propagators to meet orders from Registered Growers
• Ensure Registered Growers complete a Non Propagation 

Non Distribution Agreement (NPNDA) before they are 
supplied with Plants or before any top-working is 
commenced by Licensed Propagators

• Monitor and record production by Registered Growers
• Appoint and monitor the activities of Licensed Receivers and 

Licensed Agents
• Actively market and promote the Varieties
