The Australian Citrus Industry
The citrus industry is one of the largest horticultural industries in Australia, with fresh citrus
exports valued at $173 million in 2006/07.

There are currently about 2,300 citrus growers in Australia, with plantings of 32,000 hectares.

Primary lines being, navel and Valencia oranges, mandarins, and lemons.

The major production regions are the Riverland in South Australia; the Murray Valley in
Victoria, the Riverina in New South Wales, and the Central Burnett region in Queensland.
There are additional plantings throughout Western Australia, inland and coastal New South

Wales, regions in Queensland, as well as smaller plantings in the Northern Territory.

Australian Citrus Growers

Australian Citrus Growers (ACG) was established in 1948 as the peak national body of the
Australian citrus growing industry. ACG membership includes ten grower organisations and
three State/Regional Statutory Citrus Authorities which in turn represent approximately 2,300
commercial citrus growers. ACG aims to deliver national industry services that benefit citrus
grower businesses and the wider industry.
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Citrus in the Riverina

The Riverina Citrus industry consists of 540 producers, 40
citrus packing sheds and 8 citrus juice processors, all
working to supply both domestic and export customers
with fresh quality citrus.

About3 0% of al l Australiads cit
the Riverina. On average, the total production of citrus
in the region is 180,000 tonnes.

The varieties of citrus grown vary, with the production of Valencia oranges being the
greatest, with increasing numbers of Summer and Winter Navels becoming available. Other
varieties produced include grapefruit, lemons and mandarins.

The Ri v dtrus plaatihgs tatal about 8,300 hectares, with more than 3 million trees in
total. At any one time, only 85% of these trees will be in production, due to constant
replanting, to keep up with the consumer and market demand.
